will proceed at once to make sure repairs as directed by said OWNER and in case of failure to do so within 

one week from the date of services of such notice, or within reasonable time not less than one week, as shall 

be fixed in said notice, then the said OWNER shall have the right to purchase such materials and employ such 

labor and equipment as may be necessary for the purpose, and to undertake, do and make such repairs, and 

charge the expense thereof to, and receive same from said PRINCIPAL or SURETY.

In such accounting 

the said OWNER shall not be held to obtain the lowest figures for doing of the work, or any part thereof, but 

all sums actually paid therefore shall be charged to the PRINCIPAL or SURETY.  In this connection, the 

judgment of the OWNER is final and conclusive.  If the said PRINCIPAL for a period of two (2) years from 

the date of payment of Final Estimate, shall keep said work so constructed under said contract in good order 

and repair, excepting only such part or parts of said work which may have been disturbed without the consent 

or approval of said PRINCIPAL after the final acceptance of the same, and shall whenever notice is given as 

hereinbefore specified, at once proceed to make repair as in said notice directed, or shall reimburse said 

OWNER for any expense incurred by making such repairs, should the PRINCIPAL or SURETY fail to do as 

hereinafter specified, and shall fully indemnify, defend and save harmless the said OWNER from all suits and 

actions for damages of every name and description brought or claimed against it for or on account of any 

injury or damage to person or property received or sustained by any party or parties, by or from any of the 

acts or omissions or through the negligence of said PRINCIPAL, servants, agents, or employees, in the 

prosecution of the work included in said contract, and from any and all claims arising under the Workmen’s 

Compensation Act so-called, of the State of Michigan, then the above obligation shall be void, otherwise to 

remain in full force and effect.

80TH LEGISLATURE 

REGULAR SESSION OF 1980 

Introduced by Rep. Ryan 

ENROLLED HOUSE BILL No. 5541 
AN ACT to provide for the terms of certain construction contracts with certain public agencies; to regulate the 
payment and retainage of payments on construction contracts with certain public agencies; and to provide for 
the resolution of certain disputes. 

The People of the State of Michigan enact: 

Section 1 
As used in this act: 

(a) “Agent” means the person or persons agreed to or selected by the contractor and the public agency 
pursuant to section 4(2). 

(b) “Architect or professional engineer” means an architect or professional engineer licensed under Act 
No. 299 of the Public Acts of 1980, being sections 339.101 to 339.2601 of the Michigan Compiled 
Laws, and designated by a public agency in a construction contract to recommend progress payments. 

(c) “Construction contract” or “contract” means a written agreement between a contractor and a public 
agency for the construction, alteration, demolition, or repair of a facility, other than a contract having 
a dollar value of less than $30,000.00 or a contract that provides for 3 or fewer payments. 

(d) “Contract documents” means the construction contract; instructions to bidders; proposal; conditions 
of the contract; performance bond; labor and material bond; drawings; specifications; all addenda 
issued before execution of the construction contract and all modifications issued subsequently. 

(e) “Contractor” means an individual, sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, or joint venture, that 
is a party to a construction contract with a public agency. 

(f) “Facility” means a building, utility, road, street, boulevard, parkway, bridge, ditch, drain, levee, dike, 
sewer, park, playground, or other structure or work that is paid for with public funds or a special 
assessment. 

(g) “Progress payment” means a payment by a public agency to a contractor for work in place under the 
terms of a construction contract.

(h) “Public agency” means this state, or a county, city, township, village, assessment district, or other 
political subdivision, corporation, commission, agency, or authority created by law. However, public 
agency does not include the state transportation department, a school district, junior or community 
college, the Michigan state housing development authority created in Act No. 346 of the Public Acts 
of 1966, as amended, being sections 125.1401 to 125.1496 of the Michigan Compiled Laws, and a 
municipal electric utility or agency. “Assessment district” means the real property within a distinct 
area upon which special assessments are levied or imposed for the construction, reconstruction, 
betterment, replacement, or repair of a facility to be paid for by funds derived from those special 
assessments imposed or levied on the benefited real property. 

(i) “Retainage” or “retained funds” means the amount withheld from a progress payment to a contractor 
pursuant to section 3. 

Section 2 
(1) The construction contract shall designate a person representing the contractor who will submit written 

requests for progress payments, and a person representing the public agency to whom request for 
progress payments are to be submitted. The written requests for progress payments shall be submitted 
to the designated person in a manner and at such times as provided in the construction contract. 

(2) The processing of progress payments by the public agency may be deferred by the public agency until 
work having a prior sequence, as provided in the contract documents, is in place and is approved. 

(3) Each progress payment requested, including reasonable interest if requested under subsection (4), 
shall be paid within 1 of the following time periods, whichever is later: 

(a) Thirty days after the architect or professional engineer has certified to the public agency that 
work is in place in the portion of the facility covered by the applicable request for payment in 
accordance with the contract documents. 

(b) Fifteen days after the public agency has received the funds with which to make the progress 
payment from a department or agency of the federal or state government, if any funds are to 
come from either of those sources. 

(4) Upon failure of a public agency to make a timely progress payment pursuant to this section, the 
person designated to submit requests for progress payments may include reasonable interest on 
amounts past due in the next request for payment. 

Section 3 
(1) To assure proper performance of a construction contract by the contractor, a public agency may retain 

a portion of each progress payment otherwise due as provided in this section. 

(2) The retainage shall be limited to the following: 

(a) Not more than 10% of the dollar value of all work in place until work is 50% in place. 

(b) After the work is 50% in place, additional retainage shall not be withheld unless the public 
agency determines that the contractor is not making satisfactory progress, or for other specific 
cause relating to the contractor's performance under the contract. If the public agency so 
determines, the public agency may retain not more than 10% of the dollar value of work more 
than 50% in place. 
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(3) The retained funds shall not exceed the pro rata share of the public agency's matching requirement 
under the construction contract and shall not be commingled with other funds of the public agency 
and shall be deposited in an interest bearing account in a regulated financial institution in this state 
wherein all such retained funds are kept by the public agency which shall account for both retainage 
and interest on each construction contract separately. A public agency is not required to deposit 
retained funds in an interest bearing account if the retained funds are to be provided under a state or 
federal grant and the retained funds have not been paid to the public agency. 

(4) Except as provided in section 4(7) and (8), retainage and interest earned on retainage shall be released 
to a contractor together with the final progress payment. 

(5) At any time after 94% of work under the contract is in place and at the request of the original 
contractor, the public agency shall release the retainage plus interest to the original contractor only if 
the original contractor provides to the public agency an irrevocable letter of credit in the amount of 
the retainage plus interest, issued by a bank authorized to do business in this state, containing terms 
mutually acceptable to the contractor and the public agency. 

Section 4 
(1) The construction contract shall contain an agreement to submit those matters described in subsection 

(3) to the decision of an agent at the option of the public agency. 

(2) If a dispute regarding a matter described in subsection (3) arises, the contractor and the public agency 
shall designate an agent who has background, training, and experience in the construction of facilities 
similar to that which is the subject of the contract, as follows: 

(a) In an agreement reached within 10 days after a dispute arises. 

(b) If an agreement cannot be reached within 10 days after a dispute arises, the public agency 
shall designate an agent who has background, training, and experience in the construction of 
facilities similar to that which is the subject of the contract and who is not an employee of the 
agency. 

(3) The public agency may request dispute resolution by the agent regarding the following: 

(a) At any time during the term of the contract, to determine whether there has been a delay for 
reasons that were within the control of the contractor, and the period of time that delay has 
been caused, continued, or aggravated by actions of the contractor. 

(b) At any time after 94% of work under the contract is in place, whether there has been an 
unacceptable delay by the contractor in the performance of the remaining 6% of work under 
the contract. The agent shall consider the terms of the contract and the procedures normally 
followed in the industry and shall determine whether the delay was for failure to follow 
reasonable and prudent practices in the industry for completion of the project. 

(4) This dispute resolution process shall be used only for the purpose of determining the rights of the 
parties to retained funds and interest earned on retained funds and is not intended to alter, abrogate, or 
limit any rights with respect to remedies that are available to enforce or compel performance of the 
terms of the contract by either party. 

(5) The agent may request and shall receive all pertinent information from the parties and shall provide 
an opportunity for an informal meeting to receive comments, documents, and other relevant 
information in order to resolve the dispute. The agent shall determine the time, place, and procedure 
for the informal meeting. A written decision and reasons for the decision shall be given to the parties 
within 14 days after the meeting. 
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(6) The decision of the agent shall be final and binding upon all parties. Upon application of either party, 
the decision of the agent may be vacated by order of the circuit court only upon a finding by the court 
that the decision was procured by fraud, duress, or other illegal means. 

(7) If the dispute resolution results in a decision: 

(a) That there has been a delay as described in subsection (3)(a), all interest earned on retained 
funds during the period of delay shall become the property of the public agency. 

(b) That there has been unacceptable delay as described in subsection (3)(b), the public agency 
may contract with a subsequent contractor to complete the remaining 6% of work under the 
contract, and interest earned on retained funds shall become the property of the public 
agency. A subsequent contractor under this subdivision shall be paid by the public agency 
from the following sources until each source is depleted, in the order listed below: 

(i) The dollar value of the original contract, less the dollar value of funds already paid to 
the original contractor and the dollar value of work in place for which the original 
contractor has not received payment. 

(ii) Retainage from the original contractor, or funds made available under a letter of 
credit provided under section 3(5). 

(iii) Interest earned on retainage from the original contractor, or funds made available 
under a letter of credit provided under section 3(5). 

(8) If the public agency contracts with a subsequent contractor as provided in subsection (7)(b), the final 
progress payment shall be payable to the original contractor within the time period specified in 
section 2(3). The amount of the final progress payment to the original contractor shall not include 
interest earned on retained funds. The public agency may deduct from the final progress payment all 
expenses of contracting with the subsequent contractor. This act shall not impair the right of the 
public agency to bring an action or to otherwise enforce a performance bond to complete work under 
a construction contract. 

Section 5 
(1) Except as provided in subsection (2), this act shall apply only to a construction contract entered into 

after the effective date of this act. 

(2) For a construction contract entered into before the effective date of this act, the provisions of this act 
may be implemented by a public agency, through a contract amendment, upon the written request of 
the contractor, with such consideration, as the public agency considers adequate. 

Section 6 
This act shall take effect January 1, 1983.

a) Size:  4 feet x 8 feet. 

b) Material:  The panels shall be exterior type high density overlaid ¾ inch 
plywood.  The frame shall be 1 ¼ inch by 4 inch fir dressed on all 4 sides. 

c) Assembly:  1 ¼ inch by 4 inch fir frame to fit 4 foot by 8 foot by ¾ inch 
plywood panel with 2 center braces. 

d) Mounting:  The sign shall be mounted to 4 inch by 4 inch wood post with 
four 3/8 inch bolts and nuts including washers on each side of the sign. 

e) Erection:  The 4 inch by 4 inch posts shall be set in concrete 12 inches in 
diameter to a depth of 3 feet below grade.

All non-
itemized work shall be considered incidental. 

PART 2 - EXECUTION 

2.1 GENERAL CONSTRUCTION 

A. The contractor shall maintain construction operations within road rights-of-way and 
public easements as noted on the plans.  In the event that the contractor deems it 
necessary or advisable to operate beyond these limits, the contractor shall make 
special agreements with the property owner(s) and furnish copies of said 
agreements to the Holland BPW. 

B. The contractor shall maintain traffic at all times in accordance with the most current 
MDOT Standard Specifications for Construction and Part 6 of the most current 
edition of the Michigan Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices. 

C. At all times, the contractor shall provide emergency access to property in the vicinity 
of the construction for police and fire equipment, ambulances and other emergency 
vehicles to protect life and property.  The contractor shall maintain public roads 
affected by the construction operations in a passable condition until such time as 
final restoration of these improvements can be made.  If life or property is in danger 
and backfilling material is not available, the trench shall be backfilled with native 
material.  However, the native material shall be removed within 48 hours and the 
trench backfilled with proper materials according to specifications. 

D. No street, road or section thereof shall be closed to through traffic unless authorized 
by the jurisdictional agency.  Prior to closing a street, road or section thereof, the 
contractor shall provide the Holland BPW with a copy of a detour plan and permit 
approved by the jurisdictional agency.  In the event roads are to be closed, the 
contractor shall notify the local fire department, police department, local road 
authority, ambulance and emergency services, Holland BPW, public transit authority, 
public school system, local trash pickup authority and public and private utilities daily 
as to what streets will be partially blocked or closed, the length of time the streets will 
be blocked or closed and when the streets will be reopened to traffic. 

E. With the exception of driveway access being impacted for short periods of time as 
part of typical construction activities, access shall be maintained for customers within 
the project limits at all times. 
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F. Paved streets and driveways shall be maintained in a reasonable state of cleanliness 
and the contractor shall remove accumulations of debris caused by construction 
operations.  The contractor shall have, as a minimum, an operating sweeper broom 
on the site at all times.  The pavement shall be cleaned at the close of each day's 
operation and as often as necessary before that time.  Failure to comply shall be 
cause to stop construction.  The contractor shall also comply with the local air 
pollution control ordinance. 

G. Culverts, ditches, drain tiles, tile field, drainage structures, etc. that are disturbed by 
the contractor's operations shall be immediately restored at contractor's expense. 

H. All property irons and monuments, if disturbed or destroyed by the contractor's 
operation, shall be replaced by a professional land surveyor licensed in the State of 
Michigan at the contractor's expense. 

I. Contractor shall provide the Holland BPW with a proposed schedule prior to 
beginning construction activities. 

2.2 EXCAVATION 

A. Identify required lines, levels, contours, and benchmarks. 

B. Underpin structures within the influence of excavation as necessary. 

C. Excavate to accommodate construction operations.  Machine grade banks to angle 
of repose, or less, until shored. 

D. Do not interfere with 45 degree bearing splay of foundations.  Return disturbed load-
bearing soil to original capacity. 

E. Correct over-excavated areas per SECTION 02320. 

F. Hand-trim excavation to remove loose matter.  Grade top perimeter of excavation to 
prevent flooding. 

G. Notify Engineer of and note unexpected subsurface conditions. 

H. Stockpile excavated material in designated areas.  Remove surplus and unsuitable 
excavated material from site. 

I. Provide for visual inspection of bearing surfaces. 

J. Protect excavations from filling, flooding and freezing. 

K. Protect adjacent facilities from settlement, lateral movement, undermining, washout, 
and other hazards created by earth operations.

1.1 SUMMARY 

A. Section includes backfill for structures, removals, pavement, over-excavation and 
landscaping.  Work shall include supplying, stockpiling, placing and compacting 
backfill material.  All work shall conform to MDOT Standards and Specifications as 
modified by the Holland BPW.  All non-itemized work shall be considered incidental. 

1.2 SUBMITTALS 

A. Provide samples, gradation reports and field density reports for all backfill material. 

PART 2 - PRODUCTS 

2.1 BACKFILL MATERIALS 

A. As indicated. 

PART 3 - EXECUTION 

3.1 EXAMINATION 

A. Verify that drainage and waterproofing work has been approved. 

B. Verify underground tanks are anchored to avoid flotation. 

C. Verify structural ability of facilities to support loads imposed by the fill. 

3.2 PREPARATION 

A. Cut out soft, porous, wet, frozen or spongy areas of subgrade.  Backfill and compact 
to material and density requirements of subsequent bedding or backfill material. 

B. Review SECTION 02315, General Construction and Excavation. 

3.3 BACKFILL 

A. Backfill areas to contours and elevations with unfrozen materials. 

B. Systematically backfill to allow maximum time for natural settlement. 

C. Backfill per Section 205 of the 2003 MDOT Standard Specifications for Construction. 

D. Employ a placement method that does not disturb or damage other work. 

E. Backfill against supported site structures and utilities. 

F. Backfill simultaneously on each side of site structures and utilities until supported. 

G. Make gradual grade changes.  Blend slope into level areas. 
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H. Remove surplus backfill materials from site. 

I. Over-excavated areas shall be backfilled and compacted to material and density 
requirements of subsequent bedding or backfill material.  Backfill for over-excavation 
shall be considered incidental.  Backfilling over-excavation with existing material 
will not be permitted. 

3.4 TOLERANCE 

A. Under paved areas, top surface of backfill shall be plus or minus ½”. 

B. Under unpaved areas, top surface of backfill shall be plus or minus 1”. 

3.5 FIELD QUALITY CONTROL 

A. Maintain optimum moisture content to attain required compaction density. 

B. Compaction testing will be performed in accordance with Controlled Density Method 
as specified in section 205 of the 2003 MDOT Standard Specifications for 
Construction and the MDOT Density Control Handbook.  Compact to not less than 
95% of the maximum unit weight. 

C. Perform 1 test for every 200’ of 5’ depth of utility trench.  Frequency of test may be 
increased or decreased depending on contractor’s methods at owner’s option. 

D. If work does not meet specified requirements, remove, replace and retest. 

E. Under paved areas, proof roll compacted backfill. 

3.6 PROTECTION OF FINISHED WORK 

A. As needed, reshape and re-compact areas of backfill subject to vehicular traffic.

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SECTION 02324 

PART 1 - GENERAL 

1.1 SUMMARY 

A. Section includes trenching, bedding and jacking for utilities.  All work shall conform to 
MDOT Standards and Specifications as modified by the Holland BPW.  All non-
itemized work shall be considered incidental. 

1.2 DEFINITIONS 

A. Utility:  Any buried pipe, duct, conduit, or cable. 

1.3 SUBMITTALS 

A. Submit sheeting and bracing plans and construction details for jacking work. 

1.4 FIELD MEASUREMENTS 

A. Verify field measurements prior to fabrication. 

PART 2 - PRODUCTS 

2.1 MATERIALS 

A. Bedding for Water Distribution and Sanitary Collection Utilities:  Class I granular 
material conforming to MDOT Specifications. 

B. Bedding for other utilities:  As indicated. 

C. Backfill:  As indicated. 

PART 3 - EXECUTION 

3.1 LINES & GRADES 

A. Lines & Grades: 

1. Unless otherwise indicated, the Owner will provide all surveys, lines, and 
grades reasonably necessary for the control of the work. 

2. The Contractor shall be responsible for making accurate measurements and 
constructing all work to the lines and grades as indicated. 

3. Line and grade shall be maintained by use of a laser. 
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4. Batter boards may be used as an alterative means of establishing line and 
grade.  The grade alignment of the pipe is maintained by the use of a string 
line parallel with the grade line and vertically above the centerline of the pipe. 
 This line shall be established on level batter boards at intervals of not more 
than 25’.  Batter boards shall span the trench and be rigidly anchored to 
substantial posts driven into the ground on each side of the trench.  Three 
adjacent batter boards must be set before laying pipe to provide a check on 
the grades and line.  Elevation and position of the string line shall be 
determined from the elevation and position of offset points or stakes located 
along the pipe route.  Pipe shall not be laid using side lines for line or grade. 

B. Location of Pipelines: 

1. The location and approximate depths of the proposed pipelines are shown on 
the Drawings. 

2. The Engineer reserves the right to make changes in lines, grades, and 
depths of pipelines and manholes when such changes are necessary. 

3.2 EXCAVATION 

A. Excavate per SECTION 02315. 

B. Hand trim for bell and spigot pipe joints and remove loose matter. 

3.3 TRENCHING 

A. Trench shall be opened to allow the pipe to be laid and jointed properly to the 
alignment and depth as indicated.  The trench shall not be more than 2’ wider at the 
bottom than the outside diameter of the pipe or structure.  If adjacent facilities and 
soil permit, the Contractor, at his own expense, shall be permitted to slope the 
sidewalls of the trench starting at a point 2’ above the top of pipe. 

B. Trench shall be opened to provide the pipe with uniform and continuous bearing and 
support on the bedding material at every point between joints, except where pipe 
slings or other lifting tackle are withdrawn.  Hand trim as necessary. 

C. Trench shall not be opened for a distance of more than 200’ at any one time, unless 
authorized by the Engineer.  At no time will the Contractor be permitted to leave 
more than 50’ of trench open at the end of a working day.  Adequate protection of 
open trench shall be provided by the Contractor and approved by the Engineer. 

D. Where boulders, rocks or other such obstructions are encountered, they shall be 
removed to a depth of at least 6” below the bottom of the pipe and the trench bottom 
will be backfilled and compacted to material and density requirements for 
subsequent bedding or backfill material. 

E. Cut out soft, porous, wet, frozen or spongy areas of subgrade.  Backfill and compact 
to material and density requirements for subsequent bedding or backfill material. 

F. Address over-excavation per SECTION 02320. 
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G. The Contractor shall provide suitable pumping equipment and shall keep the trench 
dry during the progress of the work. 

H. Maintain 10’ horizontal separation between all sewers and water main.  Maintain 18” 
of vertical separation from other utilities.  Both the horizontal and vertical separations 
are to be measured from outside to outside of pipe. 

I. Excavation within 24” of existing utilities shall be governed by specifications of the 
Owner of the respective utility.  The Contractor shall obtain these specifications and 
follow the same at no extra cost. 

J. Sheeting and Bracing: 

1. Sheeting and bracing of all excavations shall conform to the latest statutes of 
the State of Michigan governing safety of workers in the construction 
industry.  When necessary, in the opinion of the Engineer or Contractor, 
adequate sheeting and bracing shall be installed to prevent ground 
movement that may cause damage or settlement to adjacent structures, 
pipelines, utilities and pedestrian or vehicular traffic.  Any damage due to 
settlement because of failure to use sheeting or because of inadequate 
bracing, or through negligence or fault of the Contractor in any other manner, 
shall be repaired at the Contractor's expense. 

2. Sides of trenches in unsuitable, loose or soft material, 5’ or more in depth, 
shall be shored, sheeted, braced, sloped, or otherwise supported by means 
of sufficient strength to protect employees working within them. 

3. Where excavations are made with vertical sides which require supporting, the 
sheeting and bracing shall be of sufficient strength to sustain the sides of the 
excavations and to prevent movement which could in any way injure the 
Work, or adjacent structures, or diminish the working space sufficiently to 
delay the Work.  Special precautions shall be taken where there is additional 
pressure due to the presence of other structures. 

4. It shall be the Contractor's responsibility to select sheeting and bracing of 
sufficient dimensions and strength to adequately support the sides of 
trenches and excavations. The Contractor shall submit details of the sheeting 
and bracing he proposes to use to the Engineer for review. 

5. Timber sheeting shall conform in quality to select structural Douglas Fir 
lumber and shall be sound, live timber, free from sap, large checks, shakes, 
loose or decayed knots, worm holes, and other imperfections which may 
impair its strength or durability. 

6. In wet excavation grooved sheeting shall be used to prevent passage of soil. 
 Any voids between sheeting and face of excavation shall be filled with 
suitable material rammed in place. 

7. Sheeting and bracing shall be removed before the completion of the Work, 
unless otherwise directed in writing by the Engineer.  Sheeting which is left in 
place shall be cut off 18” below the original ground surface or as directed by 
the Engineer. Untreated wood will not be allowed to be left in place. 
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3.4 BEDDING 

A. Request inspection prior to placing bedding material. 

B. Place bedding material at trench bottom and level in one continuous layer not 
exceeding 12” compacted depth. 

C. Place bedding material around sides and 12” over top of the pipe and tamp in place. 

D. Refer to Standard Detail WM-2, “BEDDING AND CONDUCTIVITY”. 

3.5 FIELD QUALITY CONTROL 

A. Maintain optimum moisture content to attain required compaction density. 

B. Do not displace or damage pipe when compacting. 

C. Compaction testing will be performed in accordance with Controlled Density Method 
as specified in section 205 of the 2003 MDOT Standard Specifications for 
Construction and the MDOT Density Control Handbook.  Compact to not less than 
95% of the maximum unit weight. 

D. Perform 1 test for every 200’ of 5’ depth of trench.  Frequency of test may be 
increased or decreased depending on contractor’s methods at owner’s option. 

E. If work does not meet specified requirements, remove, replace and retest. 

3.6 JACKING 

A. Jacking shall extend a minimum of 10' outside of the edges of the pavement or as 
indicated. 

B. Casing pipe shall meet ASTM A53 Type E or S, Grade B with minimum wall 
thickness of 0.250” or as indicated.  Inside diameter shall be equal to the outside 
diameter of the carrier pipe bell plus 8” or as indicated. 

C. Casing spacers for Ductile Iron Pipe shall be Standard or Centered Restrained CSC 
by CCI Pipeline Services, LLC installed per manufacturer’s recommendations or 
Holland BPW approved equal. 

D. Casing spacers for PVC pipe shall be Standard or Centered Restrained CSP by CCI 
Pipeline Services, LLC installed per manufacturer’s recommendations or Holland 
BPW approved equal. 

E. Pipe ends shall be closed with masonry bulkheads.  Bulkhead and mortar work shall 
be completed within 24 hours of the installation of the carrier pipe. 

3.7 BACKFILL 

A. Backfill per SECTION 02320.

1.1 SUMMARY 

A. This section includes the requirements for maintaining conductivity and continuity for 
public underground utility lines installed by on or behalf of the BPW.  All work shall 
conform to BPW  Standards & Specifications and MDOT Standards & Specifications as 
modified by the BPW.  All non-itemized work will not be paid for separately. 

B. All work performed under this section shall be paid for as part of Water Main, _ inch, DI, 
Tr Det G or Water Reuse Main, _ inch, DI Tr Det G. 

1.2 SUBMITTALS 

A. Record actual locations of underground utilities and top of pipe elevations (to USGS 
datum).  Identify and describe unexpected subsoil conditions and uncharted utilities. 

PART 2 - PRODUCTS 

2.1 TRACER WIRE & CONNECTIONS 

A. Material shall be insulated, #10 solid copper core rated for underground service. 
 
B. Splices shall be made using properly sized, waterproof connectors rated for 

underground service. 
 

C. Connections to utility marker posts shall be made using the points provided. 
 

D. Connections to conductive utilities shall be made using waterproof welds rated for 
underground service. 

 
2.2 PROTECTIVE COATING 

A. Material shall be water based coal tar suited for underground service. 

2.3 UTILITY MARKER POSTS  

A. Consistency and uniformity in utility marking will reduce the number and frequency of 
damages and service interruptions.  Accordingly, it is in the best interests of its 
customers for the BPW to single-source marker posts.  Material shall be 72-inch Rhino 
Tri-View Marker Posts with 2 external terminals, color-coded in accordance with PA 53 
of 1974, as amended.  Caps shall be black in color.  The BPW shall supply the decals.

3.1 INSTALLATION 

A. Tracer wire and marker posts shall be installed directly on top of the respective utility.  In 
no case shall a discrepancy of more than 6 inches exist between the center of the utility 
and the tracer wire. 

 
B. Marker posts shall be installed per the manufacturer’s instructions for direct bury 

installation.  The tracer wire shall be connected to the external terminals.  The external 
terminals shall configured such that only the brass nuts and washers are visible from the 
outside of the post. 

 
C. In the event the utility is located entirely under a paved surface, the marker posts shall 

be installed in the nearest unpaved right-of-way/easement at least 12-inches from the 
edge of pavement. 

 
D. Marker posts shall be installed plumb with a clear line of sight to all surrounding posts.  

In no case shall tracer wire be installed on the outside of a marker post. 
 

E. Tracer wire shall be installed with 10 feet of slack on either side of all connection points. 
 

F. Direct connections shall be made by removing as little protective coating as necessary, 
welding the tracer wire ends to the conductive utility and coating the weld and the 
unprotected area as necessary. 

 
G. The tracer wires of parallel utilities shall not remain in contact. 
 

3.2 CONNECTION POINTS 

A. Water Main (with regularly spaced fire hydrants) 

1. Tracer wire shall follow the fire hydrant lead from the main and connect directly to 
the lower standpipe section immediately below the swivel flange.  This shall 
apply to all fire hydrants within the influence of construction. 

B. Water (without regularly spaced fire hydrants), Reuse, Force & Gas Mains and Electric & 
Fiber Lines 

1. Tracer wire shall extend upward from the main and connect directly to the points 
provided in the marker post.
